Day 1: Saturday, December 5, 2026 Overnight Flight From iconic
Dutch windmills and cozy Belgian streets to the world-renowned
Champagne region and the “City of Light,” experience the
essence of three European countries. Connect with deeply rooted
cultures as you make your way through the Netherlands,
Belgium, and France in the heart of the holiday season.

Day 2: Sunday, December 6, 2026 Amsterdam, Netherlands
Narrow canals, stone bridges, and bike-brimmed lanes - this is
Amsterdam, the lively starting point of your journey. Check into
your hotel,* an impressive historic building with rich history and
your home for the next three nights. As arrival times may vary,
there are no scheduled activities during the day. Spend time as
you wish, exploring the city independently. Tonight, get a taste of
the local flavors and meet your fellow travelers at a welcome
dinner.

No matter how you spend your day,
complete it with an Impact Moment at A Beautiful Mess - a
restaurant that helps refugees find independence in the Dutch
community. Be united by food and enjoy locally sourced,
environmentally conscious ingredients over dinner featuring
authentic Middle Eastern and North African flavors.

Day 5: Wednesday, December 9, 2026 Amsterdam - Kinderdijk
- Bruges, Belgium Today, visit Holland's storied windmills and
take in the wind, water, and open spaces that make Dutch history
come to life in Kinderdijk (UNESCO). Enjoy a short boat ride along
the canal, walk along the winding paths, and venture inside of a
working windmill. End your day in storybook Bruges, your home
for the next two nights, and join in an evening stroll in the city
with an enchanting atmosphere, festive lights, and decorations
filling the historic streets. (B, D)

Day 6: Thursday, December 10, 2026 Bruges \Wander the
cobblestone streets of Bruges and get familiar with this cozy
Belgian city on a walking tour with a local guide this morning.
Connecting with local traditions, taste Belgian chocolate, learn
about the intricate craft of lace making and spend time exploring
the Christmas markets. This afternoon, it's your choice! Cheers to
the day with a visit to a local brewery, where you'll taste Belgium's
most classic beverage -OR- take a bus and depart on a journey to
discover the streets of nearby Ghent on a locally guided tour.
Tonight, taste your way across local cuisines and enjoy dinner on
your own.

Learn all about this world-famous artisan
production during a tour and tasting at a nearby maison du
champagne.**** Enjoy your afternoon and evening at leisure. (B,
L)

Day 9: Sunday, December 13, 2026 Reims - Paris Say bonjour to
Paris, the French capital. This morning, begin your Paris journey in
style and glide along the iconic Seine River on a scenic lunch
cruise. While savoring delicious French cuisine, take in panoramic
views of Paris’'s most celebrated landmarks - from the majestic
Eiffel Tower to the historic Notre-Dame Cathedral - all unfolding

before you like a living postcard. This afternoon, settle into your
charming neighborhood, your home for the next two nights, and
explore Paris' liveliest and biggest winter fair at the Tuileries
Garden Christmas Market, La Magie de Noél. (B, L)

century house. The afternoon is yours to embrace the magic of
Paris however you choose. You may explore the friendly vibe at
Place des Abbesses Christmas markets and warm yourself with
warm spiced wine and hot roasted chestnuts, or perhaps wander
along the Seine. Maybe you'll indulge in some Christmas
shopping along the Champs-Elysées, the world-famous avenue
brimming with elegance and energy. End the day and toast to a
wonderful journey over an exclusive dinner at the Eiffel Tower
featuring French cuisine and breathtaking views.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you're an on-
the-go traveler. You don't want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn't a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven

surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for
travelers who require mobility assistance devices.

Travel with an average of 19 people (maximum of 24).

****The champagne cellars are only accessible via several flights of steep
steps. The cellars are located underground and there are 120 steps down
and 120 to exit the cellars. There is no elevator on the premises.

Some of the most unique sightseeing can mean accessing locations that
restrict motor coaches, especially in the historic areas of Amsterdam,
Bruges, Reims, and Paris. Because of these restrictions, some of your
touring in Amsterdam and Paris will take place via public transportation
(tramway, city bus, subway) which requires the ability to stand in moving
vehicles using handrails and handles for support as seating cannot be
guaranteed.

Tour buses are not allowed in certain areas and must drop off passengers
at allocated drop-off points. Travelers must be able to walk up to three
miles and use public transportation to access the historical city centers of
Paris and Amsterdam.

If you require a walker or wheelchair, or have difficulty walking, you may
not be able to access some of the areas on this tour and may want to
consider an alternate tour with us. Our Client Care Agents can provide
additional information or assistance to help you determine the perfect trip
for you.

Tickets should be purchased for the afternoon
of your second day in Amsterdam or any time during your third day in
Amsterdam.
